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Christ in the Passover Program at Church                                           
Friday, April 15, 7:00 P.M.—Don’t Miss It! 

 

Cleanse out the old leaven that you may be a new lump, as you really 
are unleavened. For Christ, our Passover lamb, has been sacrificed.  

Let us therefore celebrate the festival, not with the old leaven, the 
leaven of malice and evil, but with the unleavened bread of sincerity 

and truth—1 Corinthians 5: 7 – 8 
 

     Every so often, an event comes up for which the old cliché, “ya can’t miss it!”, is quite true.  
Such is the case with the Christ in the Passover program which we will have in our Church on  
Friday, April 15 at 7:00 P.M..  As described below from a summary on the Jews for Jesus website, 
this presentation is a deeply moving way of coming to a more profound appreciation for God’s 
great gift for our redemption through Jesus Christ. 
 

Christ in the Passover shows the link between the ancient Festival of Redemption and Christ as 
the Lamb of God—your church members will never forget it! This sermonic demonstration is visual, 
so the congregation will actually see a table set with traditional Passover items.  
 

The missionary uses Scripture as well as the visual items to walk through a Jewish Passover  
Seder, weaving the story of the Exodus together with the life, death and resurrection of Christ.  
The words He spoke in the upper room come alive as each Hebraic item is carefully explained. 
 

     We will be blessed to have Susan Mendelson as our missionary to present the program.   
Plan to attend, and invite a friend, family member, or co-worker! 
 

     What a wonderful way to prepare our hearts, minds, and souls for Holy Week, which begins 
with Palm Sunday, just two days later!  So, let us expect the Holy Spirit to lead us in a closer walk 
with our Lord Jesus Christ in:

The Bible often uses coins to symbolize human greed.  
During Holy Week, 30 silver coins—usually shown with 
a bag or purse—represent Jesus’ betrayal by his  
disciple Judas (Matthew 26: 14-16).  Many of Jesus’ 
teachings are about money, including the parable of 
the lost coin.  Coins also symbolize giving as an act of 
worship, just as the widow offered her last “mite” (Mark 
12: 41-44). 
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
