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Because Martin Luther nailed his 95
theses, or thoughts, to a church door in
Wittenberg, Germany, on October 31,
1517, many Christians remember that day
and the major changes, or Reformation,
that resulted.

Luther’s theses contained three main
pillars, which have stood for almost 500
years:

1. Sola Scriptura(Scripture Alone) -
The Bible is the sole authority in matters
of faith, life and conduct. “All scripture
is inspired by God and is useful for
teaching, for reproof, for correction, and
for training in righteousness” (2 Timothy
3:16, NRSV).

2. Sola Fide(Faith Alone) -
Christians are justified, or declared
righteous, only through believing in
Jesus Christ as Savior. Although morality
and good works are important, they alone
cannot lead to salvation. “A person is
justified not by the works of the law but
through faith in Jesus Christ” (Galatians
2:16, NRSV).

3. Sola Gratia(Grace Alone) -
Grace is God’s unmerited, or undeserved,
favor. Salvation is a free gift from our
gracious God. “For by grace you have
been saved through faith, and this is not
your own doing; it is the gift of God—not
the result of works, so that no one may
boast” (Ephesians 2:8-9, NRSV).

We join local church leaders in thanking you “for your effort
to help Menja to become aware of their place in the Kingdom of God, and do the purpose they were created for.
Eternal life, peace, equality and justice are some of the things the Menjas are finding in the church.”
